ASSESSORS
NVQ Assessor training is more in-depth. A few places can be provided to those 

who would wish to oversee the full production of student NVQ portfolios. 

There are a number of DAAT subsidised training places available at the colleges 
on a first come first serve basis. Organisations providing their own in-house NVQ 

assessment can receive discounted college students costs with the colleges. 
Once people are qualified as either Assessors or Witnesses.

On completion of either award you will be able to assess the 
DANOS competence of fellow drug workers in the sector.
